There are six mandibular molars, three right and
three left; they are located posterior to the premolars
and decrease in size distally. The third molars are the
last teeth in each dental arch and are often referred
to as the 'Wisdom teeth'. In 20% of the population
one or more of these teeth never develop and
therefore are missing from the dental arch.

The third left mandibular molar or tooth 17, using the
Universal Numbering System, lies distal to the left
second molar. The third molars are the smallest
molars and most variable in form.

Crown: bulbous, wider mesiodistally, they are smaller
